Using no more than 100 words in each of the boxes below, provide a general outline of your proposed research project idea. 
WHAT
[In a sentence, summarise what you are proposing to do]


WHEN
[Set out the when the project will take place and the duration; whether it is looking at a current, past or future phenomenon and, if appropriate, the historical period]


WHERE
[Describe the geographical distribution of the project (i.e. which towns/regions/countries are included) and the location(s) of the project team]


WHY
[Explain the gap that the project will fill, including the need for the project and what impact or effect will the findings have]

WHO
[Outline the make-up of the project team and any specific communities or populations that you will study]

HOW
[Detail the specific methods, approaches or theories you will employ and how will you analyse the data]
